DAY 3

in the company of our Masai trackers. A significant 
area is only accessible by foot and this is how safaris 
are conducted here. You will immediately notice the 
difference between a vehicle tour and one conducted 
on foot. Senses that may have been a little dulled in a 
car will strain to perceive indications of the wild game 
that surrounds you. Your perception of the bush will 
change until you feel an intimate relationship with the 
environment itself.

Everything about this reserve 
is outstanding. "e wildlife is abundant and the gentle 
rolling grasslands ensure that animals are never out of 
sight. Birds, too, are prolific. Including migrants, well 
over 450 species have been recorded, among them, 57 
species of birds of prey. "e climate is gentle, rarely too 
hot and well-spread rainfall year round. Rain, when it 
falls almost always chooses the late afternoon or night.
